* Ensure that the location, in which this appliance is installed, has good ventilation

* Ensure that the distance between the bench top to the lower part of the hood is between
65cm to 75cm.

* Ensure that the power supply cord is free from any heat source or sharp objects.

* This appliance must be installed by a qualified person.

* We decline any responsibility for injury or damage to any individual or property resulting
from improper installation or use of this appliance.

* Consult a qualified installer if you have any doubts on the installation process.

Note: The kitchen should be dry to prevent slipping and falls.

* Ensure that the cabinet which the oven will be fitted into, is of the size given in the diagram
below.
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Important Safety Information

1) Locate the 2 holes at the back of the cooker hood.

2) Mark out the positions of the holes on the wall and ensure that it is level.
3) Drill two 8mm holes onto the markings you have made.

4) Secure the hood onto the wall using screws.

Important: Install the hood at least 65cm from the stove.

Note: There may be more than one method of installing the hood. If unsure, consult a qualified
installer.

Note: The hood comes with 2 charcoal filters and 2 aluminium filters.

e Light: Press once to turn the lights on or off.
* Speed control: Press the key 1,2,3 to change the level.
e On/ Off: Press this to switch the hood on or off.

Cleaning and Maintenance

The cooker hood should be cleaned with mild soapy water or household detergent, then rinsed with
warm water using a damp cloth or sponge and wiped dry. Do not use abrasive materials or strong
solution to clean the appliance.

Soak the aluminium filter in warm and mild soapy water to dissolve the grease accumulated. Use a
soft brush to scrub the dirt off if required.

Replace the carbon filter at least once a year, depending on how frequent the cooker hood is used.
Clogged filters restrict airflow and may cause the motor to overheat.

e The appliance and filters should be cleaned regularly in order to maintain in good working
condition and good suction power.

e Replace the charcoal filter once every 6 months in order to keep appliance in good working
condition.

e Remove main plug when cleaning to avoid electric shock.

® Soak filters in warm water to dissolve grease then wipe dry before putting it back.

Do not use cleaning products containing abrasive materials for the cleaning and
maintenance of the front glass panel.
